SUBJECT: Temp Pole Ground

Type of Item: Approval

Temporary electric service for construction sites has certain requirements dictated by the
National Electrical Code. It has to be on a solid structure, the outlets must be GFCI, the meter
must be at a certain height, etc.

One of the requirements as interpreted by the building official is that the temporary electric
service must have two ground rods 8" in the ground 6' apart so that grounding can achieve a 25
ohm or less resistance or the installer must use an ohm meter to prove the single ground achieves
the low ohm factor.

The electric department requires only the single ground rod 8' in the ground and has that in their
handout specifications. They are satisfied that it meets the electric requirements for the
Harrisonville Electric Department.

We are requesting an amendment to the National Electrical Code to allow the single ground rod
to serve a temporary electric installation.
